@ Does the information provide options that help all learers perceive
what needs to be learned?

THINK ABOUT HOW LEARNERS ARE EXPECTED TO ACT STRATEGICALLY

@ Does the activity provide options that help all students act strategically?

@ Does the activity provide options that help all learners express
themselves fluently?
